1. GENERAL

Sales relating to our supplies are governed by these general terms of sale
subject to specific terms that could be specified in agreements and exclude
any general terms that could appear in any of the client’'s documents.
Catalogues, instructions, leaflets, flyers and exhibited equipment are not firm
offers to sell on our part. Indeed, we reserve the right to make any
improvement and change thereto as we deem useful, without having to
make such improvements and changes to previously supplied or currently
ordered devices.

The sale agreement is not completed until the client confirms the order.

2. PACKAGING

Our equipment, spare parts and other supplies are offered under standard
packaging. Any request for special packaging shall be charged extra. Our
packaging shall not be taken back

3. ORDERS

The net MINIMUM AMOUNT per ORDER is EUR 100.00 before taxes.

Any order under that amount that be increased to that amount.

We do not accept verbal orders. Orders are to be sent to us by mail or by
fax, and cannot be cancelled without our formal agreement. In the event the
client fails to perform its present duties (instalment payment) or past duties
(payment of previous orders) we reserve the right to suspend our deliveries
and request immediate and full payment for work and supply performed and
delivered.

4. DELIVERIES

The delivery dates specified in our order confirmations are given for

information only. We decline any responsibility relating to delivery dates :

a) Inthe event the payment terms have not been fulfilled by the client

b)  In the event the information to be supplied by the client does not reach
us in time

c) Inthe event of force majeure or unforeseen events such as lock outs,
strikes, epidemics, war, requisition, fire, floods, tooling accident,
rejection of important parts during the manufacturing process, transport
interruptions or delays, or any other cause resulting in partial or total
work interruption at our plants or our suppliers’. The equipment, spare
parts are other supplies are delivered subject to availability and at the
client's cost.

5. PRICE, PAYMENT TERMS

6. RETURNED PRODUCTS

carriage free.

7. RESERVATION OF TITLE

Invoiced goods remain our property until the full payment of the
corresponding claim and increases pertaining thereto, even if such goods
can be incorporated in other furniture or property. If the goods cannot be
recovered, because they are already incorporated in other furniture or
property, the failing party shall authorise use to collect our invoices directly
from the user.

8. GUARANTEES

Our equipment is guaranteed against any manufacturing defect for a period
of 12 months as from their delivery.
